In the same way
also the cup, after supper, saying, "This
cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do
this, as often as you drink it, in
remembrance of me." For as often as you
eat this bread and drink the cup, you
proclaim the Lord's death until he comes.
Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or
drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy
manner will be guilty of profaning the
body and blood of the Lord.

§ During the Octave the same Mass is said, and nothing of any Feast, unless a I Class Double occur, in which case a Commemoration is made of the
Octave. On the Octave Day no other Mass is said, save of the Nativity of St. John Baptist, or of the Feast of Saints Peter and Paul (if either occur), with a
Commemoration of the Octave. During the Octave shall be said Collect 2 of St. Mary, 3 for the Church, as given after Low Sunday. And if a Vigil occur

with it, Mass is said of the Octave with a Commemoration of the Vigil.
